The Council for the Renewal of  Higher Education was 
established by the Swedish Parliament in 1990, to support 
the development of  teaching and learning in undergraduate 
education. Later the mission was broadened to include post-
graduate education.

The Councilõs main activity is to award grants for teacher-
initiated development activities concerning innovation in 
teaching and learning. There is a strong emphasis on students 
participating as partners in the projects. The Council also initiates 
working-groups for particular areas, eg. implementation of  
computer assisted learning (CAL) in health science education as 
well as in language education and in teacher training.
